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I majored in architecture at university, and during my first year, I took general education and foreign language courses, along with a few basic

architecture—related subjects. One of these was “Architectural Health Engineering,” taught by Professor Koichiro Kimura. This course focused on

the fundamental theories of architectural design, and it was in this class that I realized I was truly studying architecture. I learned that the theory

of ventilation was developed by Max von Pettenkofer, a German public health expert, which sparked my interest in him. In July 2024, I had the
opportunity to visit Munich, where Pettenkofer had worked. I visited the Pettenkofer Institute at the University of Munich and the Fraunhofer

Institute for Building Physics in Holzkirchen to gather more information. The insights I gained from these visits deepened my understanding of

both architectural theory and the historical development of health engineering in buildings, particularly regarding ventilation and public health. This

experience not only enriched my knowledge of architecture but also inspired my future studies and career. The information I gathered in Munich

will undoubtedly influence my work as I continue to explore the intersection of architecture, health, and design.
